Background:

The Promise of Susan G. Komen for the Cure® is to save lives and end breast cancer forever by empowering people, ensuring quality of care for all and energizing science to find the cures. As the Oregon and SW Washington Affiliate, we implement that promise through grants and educational programs to serve health providers and individuals throughout our service area.  We also have strong partnerships with the States of Oregon and Washington to provide free mammograms to thousands of low income, uninsured women each year.

Education about the value of early detection is a critical component of our Promise. The Affiliate has created a new regional education program called SCREEN (Screening & Regional Education Network). The purpose of this regional education program is to develop stronger, more sustainable programs to provide critically needed breast health information throughout our entire service area. Our Affiliate serves all of Oregon and Clark, Cowlitz and Skamania Counties in SW Washington (Vancouver, Longview, Stephenson, etc).  

Based upon a year-long planning process, our Affiliate has designed seven new regions to serve the entire service area. The regions in order of priority are: Mid-Willamette, Southern Oregon, Eastern Oregon, the Gorge, Central Oregon, NW Metro and SW Washington.  The first five regions will address the regional education program geographically and the last two regions will address the program by educating targeted groups of women, such as those who are Hispanic, Native American, Asian, African American or who have disabilities. 
Purpose of the Grant:

There are three major components to SCREEN.
The first component is that Komen seeks a significant partnership with an organization that has the capacity to successfully implement this program.  Komen intends to work closely with the partner to meet the needs of the local area and to support the implementation of this new concept. Komen staff will be traveling to the region several times during the year.

The second major component of this regional approach is that the Komen Affiliate will invest staff resources, access to training materials, contacts with sponsors and media partners as well as visible support to help develop a sustainable regional program with one major partner or collaboration per region.  
The third component is the development of a system to evaluate the number of mammograms provided in the region in order to determine if the screening rates are increasing due to the regional education program. This reporting will entail working with mammography sites and other health providers to assist with the evaluation process.

Komen is offering one grant per region, up to $60,000 per year, to launch the program. It will continue to support the program in each region for up to five years, if the program is successfully meeting its goals and objectives. The funding mechanism for Komen will be a three year contract. The regional partner will need to re-apply for a two year contract during the fourth and fifth years of the program. (The local Affiliate is limited to a three year contract by Komen policies from the national headquarters.)

The regional educational program staff will receive training from the Komen staff including materials to educate women on breast health. The regional staff will then identify volunteers in at least nineteen communities throughout the region to assist in conducting local breast health educational presentations.  The plan is to build on those contacts over time and to help local communities host speakers and fun events to share the breast health messaging about early detection. Komen mini-grants of up to $2,000 are available to local non-profit organizations on a quarterly basis to support local activities. At the end of the five years, the program must be self-sustaining.

These new regional grants will be implemented one region at a time, as funding permits. The first region funded in April 2011, was the Mid-Willamette Region which includes Lane, Linn, Benton and Lincoln Counties. 
The second region to be funded in April of 2012 is the Southern Oregon Region, which includes Douglas, Josephine, Jackson, Coos and Curry Counties. The grant partner may collaborate with other partners to submit the grant. They must conduct culturally appropriate outreach activities that will serve the entire region, and they will be required to conduct presentations in each of the following locations: Sutherlin, Roseburg, Canyonville, Grants Pass, Cave Junction, Reedsport, Medford, Gold Hill, White City, Shady Cove, Ashland, Jacksonville, North Bend, Coos Bay, Bandon, Myrtle Point, Port Orford, Gold Beach, and Brookings. The regional partner will have two years to conduct presentations in all of the communities and they may select the order of the communities served.
Eligibility and Restrictions

1. 
This program funding is designed to address breast health and breast cancer. You may add other sources of funding if you are offering education about other cancers or health issues and conducting presentations with information from the various funders.

2. 
Only non-profit (federally tax-exempt) organizations are eligible to apply. This requirement includes educational institutions, non-profit health organizations, government agencies and Indian tribes. For-profit health providers may partner with non-profit organizations to participate in this grant program.

3.
Indirect costs, if applicable, should be no more than 10% of direct costs.  

4.
The applicant must currently have at least one program operation site or health service delivery site in the Southern Oregon Region. 
Submission Process:

The SCREEN grant will require a two step process, because the Affiliate wants to identify competent applicants early in the process and work with them to complete the full application. Komen understands the amount of time that a full application requires and wants to maximize the use of applicant resources. A Grant Training will be held in mid-August to explain the program in more detail.

The first step is a Pre-Application that focuses on organizational capacity and relationships within the region.  The second step is the full application with the planning and data needed to implement a new program.

SCREEN Pre-Application – Deadline is September 23, 2011
Applicants should answer the Pre-Application questions for the Regional Education Initiative in 5-7 pages.  Send the original and 12 copies to the Komen office postmarked by September 23, 2011.  It will be reviewed by the Grant Committee in early October and all eligible applicants will be notified by mid-October.

SCREEN Grant Application

Qualified applicants will be invited to submit a full application by December 1, 2011. This application will request information about the development and implementation of the program, the evaluation process and the partnerships needed to successfully serve the entire region. Send the original and 12 copies to the Komen office by December 1, 2011.

Review:  

All complete applications received and deemed in compliance with the above guidelines will be reviewed by a Peer Review Panel established through the Affiliate’s Grants Committee. The Committee reserves the right to request additional information from applicants if deemed necessary. 

Award Notification:  

Notification of grants awarded will be made no later than March 10, 2012. Program directors of all submitted proposals will receive a written notification of the review outcome.  A grant contract with the Komen Affiliate will be the legal mechanism for funding.  If you wish for more detailed information about your review, please email Gail Brownmiller at gbrownmiller@komenoregon.org.
Grant Period: 

The grant period begins on April 1, 2012. Program expenditures should be committed by the end of the Komen Affiliate fiscal year on March 31, 2013.

Payment and Reporting: 

Funds will be dispersed separately from Komen. Komen funds will be awarded in four equal installments, the first no later than thirty (30) days after receipt of the fully signed contract. There will be quarterly reports for the SCREEN program that are due thirty days after the quarter ends. The dates are: July 31, 2012; October 31, 2012; and January 31, 2013. A final report is due by May 15, 2013.
